You retain all of your ownership rights; however, by offering video for inclusion on the University’s YouTube site, you grant us a worldwide, non-exclusive, royalty-free license to use, reproduce, distribute and produce derivative works from the submission.   

The video submitted must be in a file that is compatible with YouTube’s technology.  The submission must not contain any malicious code or programming that would result in damage to the University’s or YouTube’s hardware or networks.  Running time of each video clip must not exceed ten (10) minutes.  In addition, all video submitted must conform to YouTube’s terms of use. 

Furthermore, you agree not to submit any of the following:

* material that is copyrighted, protected by trade secret or otherwise subject to third-party proprietary rights, unless you are the owner of such rights or have permission from the rightful owner to submit the material;

* material that contains falsehoods or misrepresentations;

* material that is unlawful, obscene, defamatory, libelous, threatening, pornographic, harassing, hateful, racially or ethnically offensive, encourages criminal conduct, reflects negatively on the University, or is inappropriate for some other reason;

* posts advertisements or solicitations for business.
