What is the McNair Scholars Program?

The McNair Scholars Program provides eligible undergraduates with critical research experiences, as well as
assistance with the graduate school application process. This program serves BU students who are interested in
pursuing a doctorate and a career as teacher, researcher and/or administrator at the college level.

What are the advantages of participating in the McNair Scholars Program?
The following activities are planned for students participating in the McNair Scholars Program:

McNair Summer Research Internship: receive stipend for research during 8-week program at BU.
Undergraduate research with a professor during academic year: earn stipend for approved research.
Faculty and McNair staff led seminars to assist with graduate school preparation.

Graduate Record Examination (GRE) preparation.

Counseling to identify financial aid for graduate school, including assistantships and fellowships.
Assistance completing graduate school applications and writing effective personal statements.
Supported attendance at national and regional research conferences.

Campus visits to other graduate school programs.

Mentoring from faculty and McNair Staff.

Interested in pursuing a PhD after receiving your bachelor’s degree.

From a low-income family and neither of your parents have a bachelor’s degree or you are a historically
underrepresented minority (African American, Native American, or Latino).

A full time undergraduate student attending Binghamton University.

Completed 48 credit hours.

A minimum GPA of 3.00 in the each of the last 3 semesters.

A US Citizen or a Permanent Resident.

All application packages MUST include the following

Completed McNair application form.

350 word essay explaining your plan to earn a PhD.

The names and complete contact info for two references. One MUST be a teaching faculty member at
Binghamton University. The other may be faculty, advisor, counselor, or work supervisor.
