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The Political Science department offers the BA degree. Because the Political Science
major consists mostly of upper-level coursework, it is generally recommended that
transfer students from two year colleges concentrate on fulfilling the SUNY General
Education requirements prior to enrolling at Binghamton (see below).

Other pertinent information:

e Courses passed with a D do not fulfill requirements for the major

e Courses taken P/F do not count toward the major

e A transfer student must take at least 4 political science courses in residence at
Binghamton University.

e Only two independent study courses may count toward the major for a total of 8
credit hrs. (Collaborative research is considered an independent study.)

e Honors at the 400-level does not fulfill the 400-level seminar requirement

e At least 24 upper level credits are required (300 or 400 levels).
