CIC2020 Visits S3IP to learn more about academic-industrial collaboration
Students from the Spring, 2011 Catalyst for Intellectual Capital - CIC 2020 class, gathered Friday, April 8 at the Small Scale Systems Integration and Packaging Center (S3IP) to learn about S³IP research initiatives and the Center’s collaborations with industry.
CIC 2020 is a Binghamton University (BU) student organization that aims to bridge the gap between BU students and community. The group meets with academic groups and companies in the community in order to educate students about the Greater Binghamton community, with the goal of encouraging students to remain in the area after graduation.

The students also visited to Endicott Interconnect Technologies (EI), in Endicott, NY, where the group met with President Jay McNamara. While at EI, the group toured of the Center for Advanced Microelectronics Manufacturing (CAMM). The CAMM, a prototype manufacturing facility focused on developing new flexible electronic technologies, founded by Binghamton University and Endicott Interconnect Technologies. The CAMM serves as an example of academia working in collaboration with industry. 
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
