One of the most moving moments of the program was when a woman
from the Save Our Sisters shelter talked about her horrifying life under an abusive husband. This speaker
served as a stark reminder that such injustices still exist, and unfortunately are widespread.

There was also a lighter side to the event. Many students enjoyed the organic food provided by the
Food Co-Op which included cookies, coffee, bread, and different spreads. There were also performances by
a belly dancer, student poets, and a guitarist. Students who attended the program seemed to enjoy the
entertainment, the food, and most importantly walked away with a deeper knowledge of the many issues
that impact women around the world. The message of the event was information and the ability to act as an
agent of change. The Scholars Program hopes to make this an annual event, providing a platform for a
diverse student body to spread awareness.
