Waivers are possible if 
your native language is 
not English or if 
completed sufficient high 
school language study. 

4. * Junior level (numbered 
300 or higher) School of 
Management courses do 
not transfer from 
community colleges 
without passing a 
validation exam. Exams 
are given at the start of 
each semester.
